Are you distancing yourself from
second-bird breaks?

Sometimes curiosity gets the best of
me, and | have to investigate things to
satisfy myself. I'm seldom curious about
something that is easy to determine.
Most of the time | have to work very
hard to get the definitive answers | am
looking for. It can be a simple thing
or a complicated thing that gets my
curiosity aroused, but it seems that no
matter what the subject is, | have to
expend lots of energy to find answers.

A few weeks ago, one of those curiosity
things hit me, and | had to find a way
to make a determination — or at least,
an explanation that satisfied me. The
question that popped into my mind
without any prompting or any conscious
thinking on my part was, “Which
target (singles, handicap or doubles)
is missed more often than any other?”
To determine the answer, | decided to
randomly select two shooters from
each class and look their scores up on
the scoreboard at the end of the day. |
used two singles scores, two handicap
scores and two doubles scores for the
experiment. Since there are two targets
to miss in doubles, | decided that | would
find what squads the shooters were in
and try to watch their entire event and
keep score myself. This worked out
quite well except that a couple were
shooting at the same time, so | had
to find them and ask them how many
first-birds and how many second-birds
they had missed. (This whole project
took place at the Missouri Fall Handicap
in October, so if any of you saw me
standing around watching your squad
there, you now know why.)

Here is the place in the article where |
could bore you with data, but | don’t
think that’s necessary. I can give you the
conclusion in just one very complicated
statement: the most commonly missed
target among AAA, AA and A shooters
was the handicap target; the most
commonly missed target among all
other classes was the second target in
doubles.

Now, these results were gathered
from a very small sampling, but it was
enough to satisfy my curiosity and lead
me to devote a column to discussing

the second shot of doubles in hopes
of raising the level for the B, C and D
shooters. As | watched the doubles
shooters, | could see that many of them
needed some guidance. If you are one
of those, then this column is for you.

One of the reasons that B, C and D
shooters missed more doubles second
shots than handicap targets is that
they were shooting their handicap
from shorter yardages than the AAA,
AA and A shooters were. It stands to
reason then, that distance is likely to
be the main reason for this difference,
and if so, then the handicap system is
working. Distance is also a likely reason
why shooters in the lower classes were
logging most of their misses on the
second shot in doubles. (While distance
is one factor in the equation, it is by no
means the only reason why the target is
missed so often.)

A shooter who spends a lot of time
making sure he breaks the first target
allows the second target to get further
away. Therefore, one of the keys to
breaking more second-targets may be
the way you break your first target.
Knowing that each pair is going to be
thrown in the same manner and in the
same place, generally speaking, we
should be able to determine exactly
where the first bird is going to come
from and where it is going to go.
Knowing this is a big advantage for
doubles shooters — if they use that
advantage.

They can get the gun in a position to
shoot that first bird quickly if they mark
the bird’s flight with something in the
background. The target will fly near
a tree or a post or a patch of weeds,
and if the shooter takes note of this
flight path, it will allow him to intercept
that bird, and intercept it quickly. The
shooter can hold a bit higher than in
singles and handicap to cut down on
the necessary movement of the gun.
He can narrow the focus to the area
right above the barrel of the gun since
he knows the target is going to appear
there on the call.

The final step in taking advantage of
knowing where the first bird will be is

a bit more difficult to get shooters to
do. With all these advantages, they still
have a tendency to shoot the first bird
with the same deliberate move as they
have on any target. While they take their
sweet time, that second target is adding
more and more distance between itself
and the shooter, which makes it more
and more difficult to hit.

If you want to take advantage of
knowing where the first target is going
so you can break more second-targets,
you have to learn to live on the edge.
You have to pick up the pace on that first
bird. Test yourself to see just how fast
you can break it without missing more
that one per 50. You have to attack the
first bird, pouncing on it like a cat on
a mouse. And you have to do all this
without letting your gun movement or
your mind get out of control.

| suspect that most of you will find
yourselves missing more first-birds
when you first attempt this. Keep in
mind that if you are picking up the
pace enough on the first bird, you are
shooting at a target that is rising faster
than any target you’ve shot in the past.
Most of your misses will be below the
target. When you pounce like a cat,
you have to pounce above the target
so your gun move will be abrupt and
short, ending with the shot. Don’t get
discouraged by a few lost targets. Keep
working on picking up the pace, and it
will allow you to break more second-
targets just because they will be closer
to you. This isn’'t the only reason why
the second shot becomes easier, but
it is the first step to breaking more
second-targets.

When shooters learn to pick up the pace
on the first target, they will find that
the second target is much closer than
it used to be. This is great, and it is
the reason successful doubles shooters
shoot as fast as they do. Now, | don’t
want you to try to shoot that first shot
with total abandon just to make sure
the second target is closer and easier to
break. | want you to pick up the pace,
but that pace has to be one that you are
comfortable with, that you can steadily
break nearly all of your first-birds with,
and that allows you to maintain total
control of your firearm.

You should watch the first bird break,
but you should not linger to admire
your work. Seeing the first bird break
takes but a split-second, and if you
don’t watch it break, you may run into
another problem: you may begin your
move to the second bird too quickly,
putting the gun away and missing the
first bird. Some shooters who do this

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MENTAL TRAINING by Michael J. Keyes, M.D.

Now, Repeat After Me

No matter what level of skill you have,
no matter what level of talent you
have, repetition is the key to successful
practice.

Hitting a moving target with a shotgun
is a simple task for almost every
competitive shooter. We are self-
selected in that skill - those who can’t,
don’t — so anyone who competes, be it
beginner or World Champion, has the
ability. But shooting in matches is not
about hitting targets, it’s about hitting
targets consistently. Everyone has to
train in order to be consistent.

One continuing theme in practice at
any level is the use of repetition. While
there are specific goals in practice at
each level - technique for beginners,
developing mental and tactical skills
for intermediate shooters and learning
to win for the upper level — each person
has to practise the skills over and over
in order for them to become automatic.
Once that happens, you can move on to
the next level.

The reason for this is complex, and
science is discovering more and more
exciting things about how the brain
works every day. It turns out learning
is a multi-step process. Developing a
high level of skill at any task requires
a lot of training. While there are
rare instances of “savants” — people
who have incredible talents without
being exposed to the skills involved
or, through some traumatic event,
suddenly develop a complex skill — the
rest of us have to take what we have
and build on that.

There have been a number of studies
on musicians concerning this learning
process. Musicians are studied because
they have a specific skill that can be

quantified and there are plenty of
them available (especially on university
campuses where the research usually
takes place). One of the things the
studies show is the brain changes with
practice, and especially because of
repetition.

When you are trying to learn a new skill,
most of the time you are not very good at
it. Even though you might have a good
understanding about what is supposed
to happen, doing it is another story.
The brain, when it first is exposed to a
skill, is not set up to focus very well on
that specific task. We all have talents
which predispose us to skills, but these
talents are rarely so specific you can
master a new task after just one pass.
Instead, the brain has to be exposed
to the task, start organising the neural
packets to deal with it, filter out the
“noise”, start to communicate with
other parts of the brain involved in the
skill and then work out a “supervisor”
for all this information. All of this takes
time and a lot of exposure to the task.
As the brain develops the skill, the
skill becomes automatic and less on a
conscious level.

As a practical matter, we all know this
happens. You put in the work and there
will be a resulting skill developed. We
also know the type of practice will
determine the quality of that skill.
What we often fail to realise is skill
development is a process that takes
time, planning and time off.

The studies | mentioned with musicians
have shown a number of interesting
things. There are sophisticated ways
to “see” the brain function, some even
show here-and-now communication

between parts of the brain. Techniques

such as a “functional MRI” can also show
the quantity of neurons used when a
task is performed.

One of the findings with musicians who
have mastered their instrument (usually
after 10,000 hours of practice under a
tutor) is the parts of the brain devoted
to the motor skills used are much larger
in musicians than in non-musicians.
This is not a random thing.

Rather, it is the result of skill
development. Practice changes your
brain, takes neurons not specific to
a task and makes them part of the
task and stimulates the growth of
“neural packets” specialised to the
task. As skills develop, more and more
communication between neural packets
and fixed parts of the brain, such as
motor skills and visual skills, occur, and
the pathways become less error-prone
while the skill becomes more natural.
Somewhere in the mix, a “supervisor
packet” is developed to control the
whole process.

Nerve cells in the human cortex
have several inborn capabilities. An
important one is the ability to develop
receptors in response to a stimulus. In
addition, if the stimulus is repeated,
the cell will become more efficient at
responding by increasing the number
of receptors. If the repeated stimulus
is the same most of the time, the set
of cells responding flourish in the task.
But if the stimulus has mixed messages,
growth is slowed down. This is due to
a control mechanism built into cerebral
cells. Two types of cells are present
that help detect when there is a conflict
in stimuli. One inhibits the cells from
acting and the other encourages the
cells. Mixed messages can cause the
neural packets to drop out, and those
cells are recruited for other tasks. This
means, when you practice something
and keep changing the way you do
it, the skill is going to be harder to
produce.

Most of us know this already, just like
we know if we practise something that
is “wrong”, we will be stuck with it for a
while until we can retrain ourselves. But
what a lot of us don’t know is the same
control process also inhibits similar
neural packets that might interfere with
the skill we are trying to develop. At
the higher levels of skill, this can cause
problems or greatly enhance your game.
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Often there is a trade-off, because there
are a finite number of brain cells (about
a billion).

This process takes time. The brain
has to develop the neural packets, and
the control systems have to become
established. The brain needs time to
get all this to work, which means you
have to give it time to rest or you will
not improve. The brain needs sleep.

When you hear someone say, “Sleep on
it,” you are hearing words of wisdom.
Studies have shown while a person is
asleep, the brain is rearranging things,
and a good night’s rest is crucial in
the learning process. When scientists
compare new skills before and after
a night’s sleep (with no in-between
training), the skills are often much
more solid the next morning. When
these same subjects are viewed with a
functional MRI before and after sleep,
the brain shows differences that are
significant. This occurs at any level of
skill.

Early on in the skill-developing process
when there is still a lot of “noise” that
has to be filtered out, mistakes are not
as crucial in your training. As the noise
level gets lower and lower, it is harder
to lose bad habits, and such changes
will require more work. Repetition is
important because it allows the brain
cells to sample and respond. Each time
you mount your gun, the brain takes
notice. If you mount the gun differently
each time, you will not be developing
skill, just adding to the noise. If you
mount when you are tired, a different
signal is sent. So watch how tired you
get during training and develop stamina
through other exercise. Trying to shoot
your way into shape is just asking for
trouble.

As time goes on, a style will start to
become apparent. If that style is based
on noisy neuron practices, it will not be
as efficient as you will need later and
may give you habits that will cause
havoc when you need to be perfect in
order to win. Perfect practice makes
perfect for a reason.

Early in developing a skill, performance
may deteriorate some. The reason for
this is the rearranging of neurons. If the
newly developed skill is more efficient
than the old one, it will predominate,
as long as practice remains consistent.
Even if the skill you have developed is
faulty in a technical sense, if it is more
consistent than the past skill, it will be
better than what you had before. This
is true no matter what level of skill
you are trying to develop. The more
consistent you are in your repetitions,
the more likely a pure skill will result.

As a shooter develops, an interesting
thing happens to the “pressure centres”
inthe brain. Ateach skill level, repetition
is work. Sometimes that work is plain
drudgery, especially in the beginning,
but it is absolutely necessary if you
want to improve. Most of us manage
to have some fun, even when we are
trying to solve a vexing problem in
practice. Fun is a good way to make
sure the skill is solid, because fun not
only gives an emotional incentive to the
skill, it makes practising correctly more
palatable.

Later on the skill scale, a shooter may
start to get into an “altered state” while
practising. This altered state is similar to
“the zone,” in that it enhances automatic
skills, feels good, and each repetition
becomes a separate encounter that is
enjoyable. In addition, there are usually
more insights about shooting and how
to apply the skills in competition when
this sort of “groove” occurs.

Repetition not only helps skill level
improve, it makes the shooter more
sophisticated as he or she begins to
“see” and understand more things
about shooting. The little details that
give you mastery of the sport start to
reveal themselves, and the brain works
harder and more efficiently at learning.

How can you help your brain in its task
to develop skill? Getting a coach is an
obvious thing to do. Developing your
skills within a system is also helpful. At
the higher levels of performance, having
a base of solid technical skills allows
you to move on and become more
flexible. This may seem contrary to
common sense — most people who have
not developed high skill levels think
you will be bound by a “rigid” system,
when it is just the opposite. At the
highest levels of skill and competition,
having an absolutely reliable method of
shooting a target allows you to shoot
without concern. At that level, shooters
can change the way they shoot, if
needed, and know their capabilities.
This leads to a high level of confidence
and the ability to analyse for mistakes
and errors. It also allows a shooter to

change as needed because they know
exactly what has to be done.

Lastly, you must practice perfectly. If
you can only repeat a skill a few times,
then don’t practice it any more than
that. You can keep on shooting, as long
as you are not in “practice mode”; just
have fun and it will probably not cause
any “noise” in your brain. Your mental
and emotional state while practising
is crucial, and you should emotionally
switch when you shoot for fun.

At all levels of practice, repetition
is the key. The three “Rs” of practice
are Repetition, rest and emotional
Responses. Repetition is always first.

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will also let the eyes go back to the first
target, but at that point the eyes need
to be doing something else. They need
to be jumping from the first bird to the
second bird as soon as they know they
first bird is broken. Since this takes only
a split second, if the gun is getting to
the vicinity of the second target before
the eyes lock onto the target, the gun is
moving out of control and will usually
be in an awkward position to break
the target once the eyes catch up to
it. In other words, the gun was moved
too fast and without the eyes telling it
where to go; rather, it just moves in the
general direction of that second target.
Now, what if the eyes got to the second
target first? Then the gun would have
been in a great position to break the
target. Remember, the second bird is
closer to you now and will be easier to
break if you move the gun with enough
control to allow the eyes to direct it to
the target.

While you must pick up the pace on the
first target, you must quickly transition
to a controlled move to the second
target. Charge and control! Charge at
a pace you can master, and make sure
your eyes flick over to the second target
so the gun knows where to go. Try
this, and you’ll probably find yourself
putting more shot on both targets as
you master the method.

Next month we’ll discuss the second
shot in doubles a bit more, and
hopefully by the time we’re done, you'll
be up there with those AAA, AA and
A shooters and will be missing more
handicap targets than second shots in
doubles. If so, that will give us another
opportunity for a column.
